Planning Board Meeting

February 27, 2006

Present: Chairman David Heath, Charles Hudson, Manly Smith, Mickey Simmons, Robert W. Chambers and Clerk, Penny Weiss.

Members Absent: Anita Staton, Duncan Daughtry, John Davis, and Bob Benedict.

Public in Attendance: Kelley Caldwell, Leonard Farrugia.

Chairman Heath stated that there was a quorum and called the meeting to order at 5:00p.m. 

Chairman Heath asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting of November 28th, 2005. There were no changes, additions, or discussion. Charles Hudson moved to approve the above minutes as written, seconded by Manly Smith. Vote: unanimous.   

NEW BUSSINESS

Chairman Heath recognized Bob Chambers for the only item of business on the agenda.  Mr. Chambers informed the Board that Mr. Farrugia, an area developer was present representing “Lana Gardens” and to ask for approval of the Preliminary Plat Subdivision, which is located on Roberts Road surrounding the Edward Corbett house.   Mr. Chambers stated that it meets and exceeds all the subdivision requirements.  He (Mr. Farrugia) is installing curb and gutter. He also plans to petition the Town for annexation. The Town will initially provide the project with water and it is his plan to connect to the Towns sewer, when it comes available.

In the meantime the project will be served by septic tanks.  Streetlights are be installed by Progress Energy. 

Mr. Chambers stated that Mr. Farrugia has not received the environmental permits, but the plat plan will go to the Town Council at the March meeting with any modifications that the Planning Board feels are necessary. It is recommended that the Town Council approve the Subdivision Plat subject to Mr. Farrugia receiving his storm water, sedimentation erosion control permits and approval of the Towns water. 

Chairman Heath stated that he has met all the setback requirements. Mr. Hudson asked if the land sloped. Mr. Farrugia stated that it has high ground and goes approximately 60’ to 100’ before it begins to slope.  The road will come from the cul-de-sac towards Roberts Road. Mr. Chambers recommended approval of the request.

Mr. Simmons moved to approve the Preliminary Plat Plan for “Lana Gardens” prepared by Mr. Leonard Farrugia. Seconded by Charles Hudson. Vote: motion carries. 

Chairman Heath asked if there was no other business at this time. Meeting was adjourned at 5:08 p.m.
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
