TOWN OF NEWPORT

Planning Board Meeting

June 26th, 2006

Present: Chairman David Heath, Charles Hudson, Manly Smith, Anita Staton, Bob Benedict, Mickey Simmons, Robert W. Chambers and Clerk, Penny Weiss.

Members Absent: Duncan Daughtry, John Davis.
Public in Attendance:  Kelley Caldwell, Bob Hill, Greg Meshaw. 
Chairman Heath stated that there was a quorum and called the meeting to order at 5:00p.m. 

Chairman Heath asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting of May 22nd, 2006 as presented. Charles Hudson moved to approve the minutes as submitted, seconded by Mickey Simmons. Vote: motion carried. 
NEW BUSSINESS

Chairman Heath stated there was one item of business on the agenda and introduced Mr. Chambers.  Mr. Chambers introduced Bob Hill and his Engineer, Greg Meshaw. Mr. Chambers stated that the Planning Board had been provided with a set of Plans for a Preliminary plan of the Subdivision in Ashley Place, Section II.  Mr. Chambers said that Cannon Blvd. is off of Highway 70 and ends where Clayton Cannon stopped the project eight to ten years ago. He left 20 some acres in the back area undeveloped, which Mr. Hill has since purchased. He stated that curb and gutter was installed before the project stopped; it was graveled, but never paved. The six (6) lots in questions had originally been approved, but were not developed within twelve months from approval date; therefore approval of development was not renewed.  

Mr. Chambers stated that Mr. Hill wishes to develop the lots by using septic tanks and then petition the Town for annexation.  He advised the Board that Mr. Hill and he would explain to Council how each lot will have its individual septic tanks with a small sump pump. A force sewer main will be installed toward the cul-de-sac with both ends capped off. There will be a 2” sewer line installed to each lot. The builder will bring the 2” sewer service line up into the property and terminate it at the septic tank. Then when the Town has available sewer capacity, the pressure line will be connected into the manhole and then homeowners with be able to connect their sump pumps into the Town’s system and it will be gravity fed. 
Mr. Chambers said for example that all the buildings on the west side of highway 70 including the First Citizens and the River shops have pump stations because they all have septic tanks which are pumped to the Town’s system.  He added that by the time this collector line can be hooked up to the sewer system, it will be a minimum expense and inconvenience to the homeowners.  
Charles Hudson asked Mr. Chambers how the sewer was going to get from Cannon Blvd. to Foxhall Road. Mr. Chambers replied, “by gravity feed.”
Chairman David Heath asked if Lot 8 is part of this.  Mr. Chambers stated; that lot 8 was a separate parcel of land from the original acreage and is included in this Section II. 

Charles Hudson asked if the existing curb and gutter there could be used.  Mr. Chambers said no, it has to be taken up and replaced with new curb and gutter.

Bob Benedict asked about the utility plan. He stated that there is a water main through the property lines. But if the town needs to go repair the utilities, will there be an easement.  Mr. Chambers said that this is the original plan and will be put back on the Town easement with a 4” Tee connection from each property. Mr. Chambers stated that Greg Meshaw and Clay Dulaney met and discussed the final details on the Utilities. Mr. Meshaw stated that there is going to be a 15’ easement on the right-of-way. Mr. Benedict stated that his biggest concern was that if there was a needed repair on the water line, some homeowners don’t want them on their property.  
Charles Hudson moved to approve the Ashley Place Subdivision, Section II, seconded by Mickey Simmons. Vote: motion carried.

Chairman Heath asked Mr. Chambers about the progress on the CAMA Land Use Plan. Mr. Chambers stated that the Plan is on the Town Council meeting to set a public hearing on August 1st, 2006.
Chairman Heath stated that if there was no further business, he thanked everyone for coming and called meeting adjourned at 5:23 p.m.
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
