Planning Board Meeting

June 25th, 2007

The meeting was called to order by Chairman David Heath at 5:00 p.m.

Chairman Heath asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting of May 29th, 2007. There being no changes Charles Hudson moved to approve the above minutes as submitted, seconded by John Davis. Vote: motion carried.
Chairman David Health stated that there was only one item to be considered and that was at the request of Mr. Ray Murdoch. Mr. Chambers advised that Mr. Murdoch was not present because he thought the meeting was to be at 5:30.p.m.  Mr. Chambers asked if the Chairman would allow Mr. Landon Holland to address the Board while they were waiting for Mr. Murdoch’s arrival. Mr. Holland informed the Board that he had recently mailed updated information on the Stormwater Phase Runoff to them. He requested that they review the information and if there questions or concerns, to write them down and at a later meeting they could go over them with him. 

Following discussion Chairman Heath recommended that the Planning Board and the Town Council or an appointed Committee schedule a meeting which should publicized to go over the document in order to get input from everyone and to make changes if necessary before the document is finalized. All members of Planning Board agreed.

Mr. Chambers introduced the Town Manager, Mr. Richard “Dick” Casey to the Planning Board. Chairman Heath welcomed the Manager and the Mayor to the meeting.

Chairman Heath asked Mr. Chamber to move to the next item. Mr. Chambers introduced Ray Murdoch.  Mr. Murdoch passed out a Residential Subdivision Sketch Plan on property off Masontown Road for the Planning Board to review. He stated that he had two sketches of plans for this property; one having 27 lots and one that has 25 lots.  He informed the Board that he was not expecting an answer tonight, but was hoping to get a nod on whether to proceed or not.  The Planning Board had concerns about the property from a prior meeting in which the zoning was changed.  Mr. Murdoch told the Board that he wants to do what is good for the Town and benefit the area.  After some discussion and strong concerns, Chairman Heath advised Mr. Murdoch to bring to the Planning Board other alternatives for then to consider.
