Planning Board Meeting

September 24th, 2007

Chairman Heath stated that there was a quorum and called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. The minutes for August 27th, 2007 will be presented for approval at the meeting in October.

After discussion the Planning Board asked Mr. Murdoch to bring this back to the Planning Board next month.
