Planning Board Meeting

March 23rd, 2009
Present: Chairman John Davis, Vice Chairman Bob Benedict, Manly Smith, Jan Garber, Sammy Hammond, Cathy Tomon, Robert Chambers, Town Planner, Penny Weiss, Clerk. Absent: Charles Hudson, Mickey Simmons.
Public Attendance:  Town Manager Richard Casey, Michelle Benton, Ray Murdoch, Mr. and Mrs. Collins representing Bob Hill.   

Chairman Davis called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  
Chairman Davis asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting of February 23rd, 2009.  Jan Garber moved to approve the minutes as presented, second by Cathy Tomon. Vote: motion carried. 

Chairman Davis asked for a motion that Mickey Simmons and Charles Hudson be excused from the meeting. Cathy Tomon moved to excuse Mickey Simmons and Charles Hudson, second by Vice Chairman Benedict.  Motion carried. 

Chairman Davis said the next item on the agenda was under new business, Cypress Village Subdivision. He recognized Mr. Chambers. Mr. Chambers stated that Mr. Ray Murdoch and his engineer, Michelle Benton were present to answer any questions that the Planning Board members have.  He said that everyone was sent a copy of the map and check list except for Mr. Manly Smith which Mr. Chambers apologized for. He said he had the applicant’s letter for consideration of Cypress Village.   Mr. Chambers stated that Clay Dulaney, Mr. Casey and he met briefly today with Michelle Benton and fixed a couple of utilities issues. Mr. Chambers also stated that the new Fire Chief will look this over when he gets here.  
Vice Chairman Benedict asked Michelle Benton what changes to the sewer system were made. She said the main change to the sewer was on the Ashley Place S/D. She added on Cypress Village the change was to the water lines to provide additional fire flow protection for Masontown Road and a 12” cross stubbed out in both directions on the south side. 
Mr. Chambers reminded the Planning Board members that the Town Council’s sketch plan review gave permission for the Town to pay the cost over and above the minimum design cost for the 12’ line rather than a 10’ line. Mr. Chambers explained that IP stands for IN PROGRESS on the check list from Michelle Benton. The permits from DENR have been applied for but she has not received them yet.
Chairman Davis asked if the Town has an agreement with the developer reference to the bonding requirement. Mr. Casey stated yes, we have an agreement with the engineer. Chairman Davis gave the reason for that question is because the bond appears to be the largest risk. He said that if the Planning Board approves this preliminary plat and forwards this to the Town Council, the Town is willing to accept the risk. Mr. Casey replied yes. 

Vice Chairman Benedict moved to approve the preliminary plat for Cypress Village Subdivision contingent upon DENR approval of the Stormwater permit, Wetlands permit and Water/Sewer extensions permit, second by Jan Garber. Vote: motion carried.
Chairman Davis said the next item on the agenda is Ashley Place III Subdivision. He recognized Mr. Chambers. Mr. Chambers stated that Mr. and Mrs. Collins and their engineer, Michelle Benton were present to answer any questions that the Planning Board members have.  He said that everyone was sent a copy of the map and check list except for Mr. Manly Smith which Mr. Chambers apologized for. He said he had the applicant’s letter for consideration of Ashley Place.
Michelle Benton stated that she added a couple valves, and moved a manhole to deal with potential maintenance needs.   Mr. Chambers added that the water/sewer extension permit was jointly submitted with Cypress Village Subdivision permits.  
Cathy Tomon questioned the entrance to Ashley Place III from Ashley Place I which is a private road.  Ms. Benton stated that the construction trucks do not have a right to be traveling that road. She said that in the sketch plan there was a condition that Mr. Hill obtains an easement from Cannon Blvd’s ownership which he will possibly not get.  The residents living there can put a sign up saying “No Thru Traffic”.  Ms. Tomon asked if there is construction traffic on Cannon Blvd., who the residents could call.  Ms. Benton replied that there is no provision in her construction plans to allow truck traffic there until there is a full clear right. She stated that all traffic will come through Foxhall Road.  Mr. Chambers and Ms. Benton stated that the construction vehicles dealing with the construction of Ashley Place III will not use Cannon Blvd off Highway 70 at all. 
Vice Chairman Benedict was concerned about what was going to happen with the 1,100’ of abandoned water main which is behind the set back line of the future homes to be built along Foxhall Road. After some discussion, Ms. Benton said she was going to have a 3 to 1 mixture of flowable fill put into the pipe that will harden and both ends of the pipe will be capped off.  He was concerned about the fire hydrant at station 450 and the next one at station 1365. He stated that the requirement is 500 feet. Ms. Benton stated that she would make that adjustment to meet the requirement. She also stated that she will make sure the other fire hydrant at the corner of Britt Haven is annotated.
Vice Chairman Benedict asked about the stormwater outlet pipes.  Ms. Benton stated that there will be flare end sections on each pipe, and (DOT) Department of Transportation drop in boxes which will allow the water to go into the ground.
Vice Chairman Benedict requested that a condition for both Subdivisions be added requiring the driveway tiles be inspected by a staff member of the Town of Newport and signed off.

Vice Chairman Benedict commended Ray Murdoch on the repairs he has done in Gracelyn Subdivision. 
Vice Chairman Benedict moved to approve the preliminary plat for Ashley Place III Subdivision contingent upon DENR approval of the Erosion Control Plan permit, Stormwater permit, Wetlands permit and Water/Sewer extensions permit and with 2 conditions: the 1,100 feet of abandoned water main to be filled and two additional fire hydrants; second by Manly Smith. Vote: motion carried.
Chairman Davis said next on the agenda was the Zoning Ordinance. He asked Bob Chambers to put the Subdivision in WORD format. The Planning Board went thoroughly through the zoning ordinance up through Article V.  They will begin with Article VI at the April meeting. 
It was pointed out that the County should comply with the requirements of Section 1-8.1 Terms of Office.  Chairman Davis asked Bob Chambers to contact the County.  

Chairman Davis asked Mr. Chambers to amend the subdivision to add a review of the wellhead map and correct the formatting errors.    
Chairman Davis asked for a motion to adjourn. Jan Garber moved to adjourn at 6:15 pm, second Vice Chairman Benedict. Vote: motion carried. 
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
