        Planning Board Meeting
    April 19th, 2010
Present:  Chairman John Davis, Vice Chairman Bob Benedict, Mickey Simmons, Charles Hudson, Sammy Hammond, Cathy Tomon, Manly Smith, Robert Chambers, Town Planner, and Clerk, Penny Weiss. Absent: William Deruise.

Chairman Davis called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

 

Chairman Davis asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting on March 15th, 2010. Mickey Simmons moved to approve the minutes as presented, second by Charles Hudson.  Vote:  Unanimous.

Chairman Davis said the next item on the agenda was a report from the Committee on Chapter 7-Permitted Uses.  The committee was not ready at this time.

Chairman Davis granted Mr. Chambers permission to present and item of business not on the agenda.   Mr. Chambers introduced Ms. Corbett who was the former owner of Lana Gardens. Ms Corbett expressed her concerns.  She stated she met with Mr. Rahilly last Saturday and said after the land was sold and construction of the roads completed, the natural drainage was blocked and it backs up on her property. There are nine houses proposed to go in there and this will present a bigger problem for her property.  She stated that in the 23 years she has lived there, there has been no water standing in her yard.
Chairman Davis asked if there was a drainage plat of Lana Gardens.  Mr. Chambers brought the map to go over.  After some discussion, Chairman Davis asked the Clerk to write a letter to be put in the file for reference about the drainage from the existing homes adjacent to Lana Gardens. 
Mr. Chambers asked the Planning Board to provide him a letter that he could present builders in the Lana Gardens Subdivision.  The letter would be used to inform builders that they are required to plan for and show the Building Inspector the methods they plan to use to prevent drainage problems. After some discussion about what the letter should state, Vice-Chairman Benedict moved to direct the Town Clerk to write a letter for the Building Inspector’s use that will direct the builders in the Lana Gardens Subdivision to provide plans for stormwater drainage mitigation when they apply for a building permit; second by Mickey Simmons. Vote: unanimous. Vice Chairman Benedict asked for a copy of the letter.  
Chairman Davis asked the committee to have their report at the next Planning Board meeting on Chapter 7-Permitted Uses.  Chairman Davis stated that if there are groups that we don’t need, ones that don’t make sense or uses that we should have put them in their proper place and we will go over them at the next meeting.
Charles Hudson moved to adjourn the meeting at 5:55 pm, second by Mickey Simmons.  Vote:  Unanimous.
