                     Planning Board Meeting
 

August 16th, 2010 
Present:  Chairman John Davis, Vice Chairman Bob Benedict, Manly Smith, Mickey Simmons, Sammy Hammond, Cathy Tomon, and Charles Hudson, Robert Chambers, Town Planner, and Clerk, Penny Weiss. Absent: William Deruise.
Public Attendance: Dick Casey, Michelle Benton, Mrs. Boulia.
 

Chairman Davis called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. He asked if there were any changes to the agenda. There were none. Chairman Davis moved to approve the agenda as presented, second by Charles Hudson. Vote: unanimous.
Chairman Davis asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting on July 19th, 2010. Chairman Davis asked if there were any changes to the minutes. There being none, Charles Hudson moved to approve the minutes as submitted, second by Vice Chairman Benedict.  Vote:  Unanimous.

Chairman Davis stated that the next item on the agenda is the review of a Preliminary Plat from Boulia Enterprises. Mr. Chambers informed the Planning Board members that Boulia Enterprises is proposing a twelve (12) unit apartment complex on property located south of the Old River Cemetery on East Chatham Street. It consists of seven lots and a short cul-de-sac street. 
He also reminded them that this has been through the rezoning from R-15 to R-10 process a year ago and to the Board of Adjustment for approval of a Special Use Zoning Permit. He stated that this project is in the town corporate limits and would have town water and sewer. There are no changes from the approved sketch plan last month. Mr. Chambers stated that the Preliminary Plat is now before you for consideration and approval. 
Michelle Benton, the Engineer for Boulia Enterprises, answered questions and concerns on the Preliminary Plat. She discussed the drainage in great depth.
After a worthwhile discussion Chairman Davis asked if there were any more questions. Charles Hudson moved to approve the Preliminary Plat for Rivers Edge Villas as presented with three conditions: need a dead end sign on the map, not to require sidewalks because the project is too small, waive the speed bump requirement, and any or all changes or comments by the water and sewer department be corrected prior to the Town Council meeting in September  and start of construction, second by Mickey Simmons. Vote: unanimous.

Mr. Chambers passed out a draft copy of the Zoning Ordinance and asked the members to go through it and let him know of any changes that need to be made or call with any questions. 

Chairman Davis said if there was nothing else to come before the Planning Board, he would ask for a motion to adjourn.  Charles Hudson moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:10 pm, second by Mickey Simmons. Vote:  Unanimous.
