Chairman Davis called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. He asked to amend the agenda by adding the Heliport on Highway 70 and Boulia Enterprises. Charles Hudson moved to approve the additional items as presented, second by Cathy Tomon. Vote: unanimous.
Charles Hudson moved to excuse Manly Smith and Mickey Simmons from the meeting, second by Cathy Tomon. Vote: unanimous. 

 

Chairman Davis asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting on April 19th, 2010. Charles Hudson moved to approve the minutes as presented, second by Cathy Tomon.  Vote:  Unanimous.

Chairman Davis stated that at Council’s monthly meeting Mr. Chambers reported on the Boulia Enterprise’s Subdivision coming up. Mr. Chambers stated that the Board of Adjustment met and approved  a Special Use Zoning Permit for Boulia Enterprise for a fourteen (14) unit maximum duplex apartment project on property on the East side of East Chatham Street between the Old Newport River Church Cemetery and the Newport River Bridge. 

Chairman Davis asked Mr. Chambers to briefly explain the helicopter pads on Highway 70. Mr. Chambers said that Colonial Capital Helicopters are currently operating helicopter tours under a “temporary” six month zoning permit.   These tours are located at 5904 Highway 70 which is part of the Newport Flea Mall Event Grounds property. He stated that Colonial Capital Helicopters desires to obtain the Special Use Permit in order to operate a full time helicopter and flight school business and to construct the necessary office building with storage for the helicopters.  The pilots are FAA Certified Commercial Pilots and Flight Instructors.   
Chairman Davis stated that next on the agenda was the Committee report on Chapter 7-Permitted Uses.  Bob Chambers stated that in your packets you received was a copy of the Chapter 7.  He said the committee met and asked that the Board go through this and if there were any changes to be made or questions, we will go over them at the next meeting in July.  He said the outline is different and Chairman Davis said it was much easier to look at and understand.  Again he asked the Board to go through and look over the information and bring their ideas in July.
Chairman Davis asked if there was nothing to come before the Planning Board he would ask for a motion to adjourn.  Charles Hudson moved to adjourn the meeting at 5:45 pm, second by Cathy Tomon.  Vote:  Unanimous.
