 Planning Board Meeting
November 15th, 2010
Present:  Chairman John Davis, Mickey Simmons, Sammy Hammond, Cathy Tomon, Manly Smith, Robert Chambers, Town Planner, and Clerk, Penny Weiss. Absent: Vice Chairman Bob Benedict, Charles Hudson.
Public Attendance: Dick Casey, Town Manager, Ronald Cullipher, William Deruise, Ray and Linda Thomas.
 

Chairman Davis called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.

 

Chairman Davis asked for approval of the agenda. Mickey Simmons moved to approve the agenda as presented, second by Sammy Hammond. Vote: unanimous. 

Chairman Davis asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting on October 18th, 2010. Cathy Tomon moved to approve the minutes as presented, second by Manly Smith.  Vote:  Unanimous.

Mr. Chambers asked if Ray and Linda Thomas could talk to the Board.  Mr. Thomas had two concerns with the construction of Ashley Place II: the water shed from the construction site and the plan for removing the barricade once the construction is completed.  Chairman Davis asked Mr. Chambers for the map of the project.  Mr. Chambers stated that most of the water will stay in the project and to his knowledge the barricade stays. It’s not clear who maintains the road. Chairman Davis said that it is a private road and it is the home owners’ responsibility. 
After hearing concerns, discussing and looking at the map, the Planning Board members asked Mr. Chambers to inspect the project; insure that the work is being done in accordance with the plat; and as long as they are in compliance with the plat, that is the only thing that we can address.  Also when Mr. Chambers inspects the project he should write a letter to the property owners informing them that the developer is in compliance with the plat. The Thomas’s thanked the Planning Board for their time.
Chairman Davis stated that the next item on the agenda is the Preliminary Plat for Compass Landing Apartments.  Chairman Davis recognized Mr. Chambers.  Mr. Chambers stated that the engineer is here if the planning board has any questions. Mr. Chambers passed out a revised plat and stated that the engineer has added some detail to the plan that was requested by the board, along with calculations of the stormwater data and he has discussed this with Vice-Chairman Bob Benedict and the Town Manager.  One is the detailing design of the detention pond and the spillway on page 4.  Mr. Cullipher stated that the detention pond will capture 1 inch of rainfall from the project, the pond ditch length is designed to capture more water so that the post development from the project will not exceed the pre-development run off from a 1 year 24 hour storm.
Chairman Davis asked Mr. Chambers for the check list.  Chairman Davis said the comment from the Fire Chief was to add a fire hydrant. Chairman Davis stated that the comment from the Police Chief was to see the traffic study.  Mr. Chambers stated that the Police Chief was not at either of the two meetings with the engineer on the traffic study, but he has received a copy of the traffic study and has had no response at this time. Mr. Chambers stated that all requirements have been added.
Chairman Davis asked if there were any issues or improvements to the road leading into this development.  Ron Cullipher stated that the traffic engineer recommended improving the transition from the 3 lane section of Old Fashioned Way to a 2 lane off Highway 70 by Cowell Cleaners. The second issue was the improvement of the right turn lane off of Nine Foot Road going South on Highway 70. Ron Cullipher stated that Mr. Taft recommended making those items conditions for approval.  Chairman Davis asked about the condition of Old Fashioned Way and the margins on the road that is crumbling. Ron Cullipher stated that it is a separate issue that will be addressed in phase II of the Coves and possibly will have curb and gutter.  Mr. Chambers agreed with Mr. Cullipher’s statement.    

Mickey Simmons moved to approve the Preliminary Plat for Compass Landing Apartments Phase I and Phase 2 upon the two conditions as follows: improving the transition from the three lane section of Old Fashioned Way to a two lane off Highway 70 by Cowell Cleaners and second issue was the improvement of the right turn lane off of Nine Foot Road going South on Highway 70, second by Manly Smith. Vote: unanimous.  Mr. Chambers asked for the maps to be returned for Council. 
Cathy Tomon moved to excuse Bob Benedict and Charles Hudson from the meeting, second by Sammy Hammond. Vote: unanimous. 
The Planning Board asked for the resignation of Mr. Billy Deruise because he has exceeded the number of authorized unexcused meeting absences since his appointment to the board in March. Mr. Deruise stated that he resigned. The Planning Board thanked Mr. Deruise for his services. Sammy Hammond moved to accept William Deruise resignation, second by Mickey Simmons. Vote: unanimous.
Chairman Davis stated that the meeting in December has been cancelled due to no agenda items and the Christmas Holidays. Mr. Casey informed the Planning Board that the zoning ordinance needs attention and the January meeting is on a holiday for the Town. He said that Mr. Chambers is between a rock and a hard spot and asked to reschedule it.  Chairman Davis asked to reschedule the Monday, January 17 meeting to Tuesday, January 18, 2011 at 5:00pm since the Martin Luther King Holiday is on Monday. Planning Board members agreed.  

Mr. Chambers asked the Planning Board members to have any questions or comments for Chapter 7-Permitted Uses at the next meeting and Chairman Davis asked Mr. Chambers to start on Chapter 8. Chairman Davis stated that on the January 2011 agenda he wants to finalize Chapter 7 and Chapter 8. The Manager announced the Christmas Breakfast will be at Golden Corral at 7:30 am on December 17, 2010.

Sammy Hammond moved to adjourn the meeting at 5:45 pm, second by Mickey Simmons.  Vote:  Unanimous.
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
