Planning Board Meeting
February 21st, 2011

Chairman Davis called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m. He asked to amend the agenda by asking Mr. Chambers for an update on the Stormwater Plan. Mickey Simmons moved that the agenda be approved as amended, second by Cathy Tomon. Vote: unanimous.
 

Chairman Davis asked for approval of the minutes for the meeting on January 18, 2011. Charles Hudson moved to approve the minutes as presented, second by Cathy Tomon.  Vote:  Unanimous.

Chairman Davis stated that next on the agenda was Public Comment.  Chairman Davis asked if there was anyone who wished to speak. There was none. 
Chairman Davis stated that next on the agenda is Chapter 8-Accessory Uses, Chapter 9-Special Uses and Chapter 10-Temperary Uses of the Zoning Ordinance. 

Planning Board members went thoroughly through the chapters and after a worthwhile discussion, requested the following changes:

Chapter VIII

· 8-1 h - No outside signs or advertisements shall be displayed on the premises, nor shall merchandise or articles be displayed so as to be visible from outside the building. Move the wording in ( ) to the Sign Ordinance. Vice Chairman Benedict moved to approve the above wording, second Cathy Tomon. Vote: unanimous. 
· 8-1 m – Home occupations may consist of, but not limited to, the services listed below:
1. Registered Child Care

2. Beauty Shops, Ironing, Sewing Services, Photographer

3. Home Office

4. Crafts

5. Gun Smith
· 8-2.e.2 – Gasoline and fuel oil pumps and storage tanks.
· Delete 8-2.e.3 

· 8-2.1.a – In an R District, shall not occupy more than forty percent (40%) of the rear yard area.
· Chairman Davis asked Mr. Chambers to research the current regulations on 8-3 Swimming Pools.

· 8-7 – fix typographical errors to a,b,c etc.

Chapter IX

· 9-6 delete the word “ Repealed” and replace it with “Reserved for Future Use”  
Chapter X

· 10-2.2 Temporary Storage is added.
· 10-2.1 Pre-manufactured buildings was deleted.

Mr. Casey gave an update on the Stormwater Management Plan. He stated that through the Clean Water Management Trust Fund the Town has received a grant in the amount of $56,000 and the Town’s contribution is $14,000 as the grant required. The purpose of this project is to identify locations of consistent flooding, probable sources of non point source pollution run off, locations for storm water best management practices, to provide a preliminary design and estimates on initial costs of the best management practices and then produce a report to document the evaluation and objectives.  He informed everyone that the engineer was 80% done and should be finished within the next two week. 
Charles Hudson moved to accept the Zoning Ordinance Chapter 8-Accessory Uses, Chapter 9-Special Uses and Chapter 10-Temperary Uses Chapter 87-Permitted Uses as advised, second by Mickey Simmons. Vote: unanimous. 
Chairman Davis stated that at the March meeting there will be discussion on Chapter 11-General and Special Provision, Exceptions and Modifications.

Charles Hudson moved to excuse Sammy Hammond from the meeting, second by Mickey Simmons. Vote: unanimous. 

Charles Hudson moved to adjourn the meeting at 6:15 pm, second by Mickey Simmons.  Vote: unanimous.
