Council Meeting

December 10th, 2008

Present: Mayor Derryl Garner, Mayor Pro Tem Kenneth Davis, Councilman Franklin Blunt, Councilman David Heath, Councilman Jan Garber, Councilman Richard Kanuck,

Richard Casey, Town Manager. 

Mayor Garner called the special meeting for the Town of Newport to order at 5:00 pm for the purpose of the Christmas Eve Holiday. Mayor Garner announced that this special meeting has been posted on the bulletin board and announced to the Carteret County News Times. 
Mayor Garner thanked Council members for attending the special meeting. He asked that they consider giving town employees Christmas Eve off this year.  Councilman Kanuck asked about the Fire Department and Police Employees. Mr. Casey said that the town policy reads that the employee who works the holiday will receive holiday pay. The Fire and Police employees who don’t work the holiday will get eight (8) hours regular pay. He said it would cost the Town approximately $2,800 to have Christmas Eve off.
After a worthwhile discussion to the satisfaction of all present, Jan Garber moved to grant Christmas Eve off for the town employees, second by Councilman Heath. Discussion: Councilman Heath stated that he wanted Council to give him their thoughts on this issue.  Councilman Garber said that he did not want to penalize the employees this year and that we can look further into this in January. He thanked Mr. Casey and the Mayor for getting the information from the other towns. Mayor Garner asked if there were any more questions, and there being none he asked for a vote: Vote was unanimous, 5-0. 
Mayor Garner stated that there was no further business and he asked for a motion to adjourn. Councilman Garber moved to adjourn at 5:25 pm, second by Councilman Blunt. Vote: unanimous, 5-0.  
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
