TOWN OF NEWPORT

Council Meeting

December 5th, 2008

Present: Mayor Derryl Garner, Mayor Pro Tem Kenneth Davis, Councilman Richard Kanuck, Councilman Franklin Blunt, Councilman David Heath, Councilman Jan Garber, Town Manager Richard Casey. 

Mayor Garner called the special meeting for the Town of Newport to order at 4:00 pm. Mayor Garner stated that this special meeting has been duly announced in the Carteret County News Times and posted on the bulletin boards.
He then recognized Mr. Casey. Mr. Casey stated that the purpose of this meeting was to discuss the following issues: the Town Wastewater Treatment Plant; the Town Noncontiguous Annexation Boundary and the Citizens Surveys.

Mr. Casey stated that Michelle Benton was going to give the Council an update on the Wastewater Treatment Plant. Mr. Casey informed everyone that Council asked Michelle Benton to move forward with the Hobbs Upchurch plan without the outfall line and stated that she was not here yet and to move forward on the Noncontiguous Annexation Boundary Map.  

Mr. Casey also informed everyone that Council was pleased with the presentation that Bob Benedict gave on the “Town Noncontiguous Annexation Boundary Map”. Councilman Garber also said that Mr. Chambers would be able to use this as a guide, not a rule for the future; also this would be an addendum to the Land Use Plan. 
Mr. Casey introduced Michelle Benton. Ms. Benton gave an update on the WWTP.  She also stated that she would keep moving forward with this and she would do what was needed to get this issue resolved for the Town of Newport.
Mr. Casey said the next item is the Citizens Surveys and stated that Council postponed the discussion on the Citizens Surveys so they could review them.  Council expressed concerns on ways to get information out to the public and get some prices on putting an insert in the Newport News; get a committee together to help with the Town of Newport’s web page; or maybe look into a newsletter. Councilman Garber asked why the Town can’t solicit volunteers to come in and help with ideas.
After a worthwhile discussion to the satisfaction of all present, Mayor Garner stated that there was no more business to come before the Council at this time; the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 pm.  
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
