Council Meeting

November 7th, 2008

Present: Mayor Derryl Garner, Mayor Pro Tem Kenneth Davis, Councilman Richard Kanuck, Councilman Franklin Blunt, Councilman David Heath, Councilman Jan Garber, Town Manager Richard Casey. Planning Board Members Present: Chairman John Davis and Vice Chairman Bob Benedict.

Mayor Garner called the special meeting for the Town of Newport to order at 4:00 pm. Mayor Garner stated that this special meeting has been duly announced in the Carteret County News Times and posted on the bulletin boards.
He then recognized Mr. Casey. Mr. Casey stated that the purpose of this meeting was to discuss the following issues: the Town Wastewater Treatment Plant; the Town Noncontiguous Annexation Boundary and the Citizens Surveys.

Mr. Casey stated that the first item was the Wastewater Treatment Plant. He went through the Sewer facts information and the flow verses infiltration sheets (attached) that were passed out to Council.  After a lengthy discussion, Councilman Kanuck motioned to move forward with the Hobbs Upchurch Plan but without the outfall line, seconded by Councilman Garber. Vote: unanimous, 5-0.
Mr. Casey stated that the next item was the “Town Noncontiguous Annexation Boundary Map” and introduced Bob Benedict, Vice Chairman of the Planning Board. Mr. Benedict stated that he had spent a lot of time working on this with Bob Chambers. He said that he had also met with members of the Planning Board and town staff and that they had gone through it thoroughly. He thanked Mr. Dwight Turner for doing a great job on the maps. He then explained the maps and answered questions. Following the presentation by Bob Benedict, Council commented that it was a good job and addressed a lot of concerns which they had.  Mr. Chambers stated that he would like to be able to use this as a tool in the future; also this would be an addendum to the Land Use Plan. 
Council asked to postpone the discussion on the Citizens Surveys so they can review them.
Mayor Garner stated that if there were no more business to come before the Council at this time and there being none, meeting was adjourned at 6:30 pm.  
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
